GATE APPLICATION AND WORKS REGARDING FOOTPATH Y 24/16 IN THE
PARISH OF SOUTH PETHERTON

Thank you for meeting with Mary Liezers and myself on 6" March 2008. | am now
writing to you to confirm that | am happy with the changes that you have made to the
position of your gates, subject to the pedestrian gate being fixed to the wall so as to
render it inoperable and thus a decorative feature of your wall. There will be no need to
continue with your application to authorise the gates, as they do not obstruct the Right
of Way.

At our meeting we also discussed the installation of a fence along side the footpath, the
moving of a domestic oil tank and the resurfacing of a section of the footpath.

Fence

| am happy for the fence to be installed alongside the footpath, to reiterate our
discussion regarding this, please ensure that a minimum width of 1.2 metres is available
on the footpath.

Domestic oil tank

The domestic oil tank did, at the time of our visit, obstruct the footpath. You stated that
you would be exchanging the current oil tank for a narrower type, whilst this new tank
will slightly encroach upon the definitive line of the footpath | am happy to consider this
to be de minimis, i.e. so long as a minimum width of 1.2 metres is available to footpath
users | do not believe that it will materially affect the rights of the users.
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Resurfacing works on the footpath

You stated that you would like to carry out works to the surface of the footpath, namely
to infill a section of path between two concrete surfaces, again | am happy for this to go
ahead, as it will create a more even surface.

Thank you again for consulting with Mary and myself before carrying out the above
works and for addressing the gate issue. If you have any further questions please do
not hesitate to contact me.

GATE APPLICATION ON FOOTPATH Y 24/16 IN THE PARISH OF SOUTH
PETHERTON

Thank you for meeting with me on 20" February 2008. At this meeting we discussed
your application to authorise the gates that are in place at your property across footpath
Y 24/16. | explained that we would not be able to authorise the gates for ornamental
purposes, but also said that | would go back to the original order map relating to this
footpath when it was diverted onto its current route to check the location of this path, as
| was not sure at the meeting whether or not the definitive footpath was recorded as
being the full width of your drive.

My research has found that the footpath was not recorded as being the full width of your
drive. | have enclosed a plan showing the route of footpath as recorded in the diversion
order. The plan shows the footpath running alongside the northwest wall of your drive at
a width of approximately 1.2metres.

In order that the definitive line of the footpath is unobstructed | would suggest removing
the pedestrian gate altogether and relocating the wider gate to the opposite side of the
gateway, i.e. where the pedestrian gate was hanging when | met with you. This was an
idea we discussed at the meeting and would not only ensure that the right of way is
clear, but would also allow you to retain the main gate of your driveway.
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
